1.  Summary.  A cyclic review of the established MARC for Food Service (Cook) Operations has been performed per Appendix C, paragraph C-6, AR 71-32.   The MARC study for this function was initially approved on 15 December 1999.  This review indicates that the current criteria for MOS 92G remain valid, with minor adjustments.  See attachment.

2.  Recommendation.  Recommend the current MARC for Food Service (Cook) Operations, MOS 92G; be approved for continued TOE documentation.

3.  Discussion.  The review of Food Service (Cook) Operations encompassed the following areas:

     a.  Mission.  No changes in mission occurred since 15 December 1999 (last DA approval date) that will alter the work being done.

     b.  Directives and publications.  There are no directives or technical publication changes that alter the established MARC.

     c.  Function description.  The function description was reviewed and validated as accurate.

     d.  Equipment.  There are no equipment changes that alter the work being done.

     e.  Doctrine.  No doctrinal changes have occurred that alter the established MARC.

     f.  MARC Codes.  MARC codes for the affected TOEs were reviewed and validated in accordance with Table C-2, AR 71-32.  The man-hours associated with these codes do not affect the manpower requirements for this particular MARC because the codes are unchanged.  

     g.  Scenario.  This MARC was developed using a European scenario; however, subject matter experts (SMEs) confirmed that changing the scenario has no impact on the criteria.

     h.  Wartime Task list.  The established wartime task list was reviewed and validated as accurate.

4.  Methodology.  This cyclic review was conducted using the following methods:

a. The MARC analyst conducted a review of the current study, references, doctrine, and all 

related information affecting the established MARC.  An email memorandum was sent to all agencies affected by the established MARC.  The memorandum referenced Appendix

b. The MARC analyst facilitated a SME panel (SMEP) of individuals from the U.S. Army 

Quartermaster Center and Fort Lee.   The panel was held via video teleconference (VTC) on 31 October 2003.  The purpose of the panel was to review and validate the subject MARC.

c. The comments received provided rationale for continuation of the published MARC, and 

administrative updates of the criteria.

5.  Minor Adjustments.  Enclosure 1 is a description of the adjustments to the current approved criteria that resulted from the NOFC. Enclosure 2 is the updated criteria for FMBB loading based upon the NOFC.
